Our survey showed that families needed a variety of
different things : immediate food aid, water purifying
tablets, hand held fans, waterproof sheeting to provide
shelter from the rain and the burning sun. Some need
cooking equipment, medicines and childrens’ clothing.
The situation is ongoing.
